1. Clubs in District 5360 must use this application form.  Incomplete applications will be returned to the Primary contact with a brief explanation. 
2. Clubs can apply for a Grant award in the range of $500 to $1,000 which they must then match with club funds – the combined amount is to be awarded as a single scholarship to an individual about to enter post secondary study including Trades Apprenticeship programs.
3. Clubs are free to establish evaluation criteria that best suit their particular community and institutions or leave it up to the institution they are collaborating with.
4. Clubs should submit this application by  September 30th and will be informed of the result before October 30th
5. Over subscription – should the committee receive more applications than funds available, a random draw will be made to determine the successful clubs.  Unsuccessful clubs will be notified that they will be given priority in the following year’s draw.
6. Under subscription – unawarded funds will be reallocated to other types of District Grants.

7. There are no guarantees that District Scholarship Grant funds will be available in future years.

· A summary of school involvement (clubs, athletics, student council, fine arts, etc)

· A summary of community involvement (volunteer work, part-time jobs, athletics, cultural events, etc) Volunteer work does not necessarily have to be long term for one particular agency. Please indicate approximately how many hours have been volunteered for each activity.

· Scholarships may be based on financial need. Please indicate any special circumstances applicable to your situation.

EXAMPLE
The Rotary Career Opportunity Fund is a joint program of the Rotary Club of Red Deer, the Red Deer and District Community Foundation, the Red Deer Public School Board, and the Red Deer Catholic Regional Division. An endowment, created in 1997 by the contributing parties and held in trust by RDDCF, has enabled awards of $1,000 to $1,200 each to be presented each year to as many as 22 graduating high school students.

Additional five-year funding commitments made in 2008 by the Rotary Club of Red Deer and the Red Deer Catholic Regional Division ensure continuation of the program.
