Policies Governing the Use of District Designated Funds

As approved by the District 5360 Board of Directors March 17, 2010

1. The District 5360 Board and its District Grants Committee wish to participate fully in the Future Vision Program.

2. The District encourages all clubs to become acquainted with FV and “qualify” to take advantage of its benefits.

3. By policy of the Rotary Foundation and District 5360, all clubs must sign a Memorandum of Understanding to participate by receiving funds from the DDF.

4. The District encourages the full use each year of the District Designated Funds accrued to the District.

5. The District encourages clubs to participate by formulating projects and programs within the mandate of the Rotary Foundation so that they can access DDF through the District Grants Committee.

6. The District Grants Committee will not itself carry out Humanitarian “Projects” using DDF.

7. The Board of the District through its Rotary Foundation Chair has given the District Grants Committee authority to recommend decisions regarding the use of DDF and allocation of the funds will be subject to Board approval.

8.  Every effort will be made to consult District Clubs on Policies, Procedures and Administration regarding DDF allocations.
9. Policies and procedures developed to administer the allocation of funds can be questioned at any time by Rotary Clubs or members in the District and will be reviewed annually with a request for input from Clubs and members.

10. The District Grants Committee will recommend the allocation of DDF between Global grants and District Block Grants to the Foundation Chair subject to Board approval.
11. Uncommitted DDF at the end of the Rotary year will be rolled over and only available for use in the Global Grants the following year

12. The District Grants Committee will establish the Matching Grant to Club contribution ratio.
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
